Tara Akshar launch on July 9 at 66 centres

TARA AKSHAR - a com-
puter based literacy pro-
gramme - that aims to
teach illiterate people to
read and write Hindi Dev-
nagari script in just 30
days, will be launched at 66
centres of five selected dis-
tricts of the State on July 9.
The districts selected for
the unique programme are
Badwani, Raisen, Betul,
Chhatarpur and Balaghat.

The programme has
been developed by NGO De-
velopment  Alternatives
and its offshoot Tarahaat
Limited and would be
launched with support of
the Poorest Areas Civil So-
ciety (PACS) Network in
the state. The Department
of International Develop-
ment (DFID) of the UK
Government is the sponsor
for the programme,

‘This programme is a
brainchild of Victor Lyons
and aims to eliminate illit-
eracy from all Hindi speak-
ing States of India,’ head of
the Tara Akshar team Col.
MS Ahluwalia told Hindus-

tan Times. In the first
phase, the programme
aims to turn literate 50,000
women of SHGs registered
under PACS network of
four states - Bihar,

Jharkand, Uttar Pradesh

and Madhya Pradesh by
end of year 2007.

In the second phase, it
would aim to turn literate
one lakh illiterate masses
in Hindi speaking states,
he added.

The Tara Akshar pro-
gramme has been effective-
ly implemented in Bihar,
Jharkhand and Uttar
Pradesh with effect from
April 4, April 16 and May 1
respectively.

A training of the in-
structors and quality con-
trollers. under the pro-

gramme is currently un-
derway on the campus of
the Water and Land Man-
agement Institute (WAL-
MI) in Bhopal with 121 par-
ticipants from MP Bihar
and Jharkhand.

Earlier, eight master
trainers were trained un-
der the programme. The
training for instructors
will conclude on July 1.

On Thursday, PACS state
manager Sanjeev Ranjan
handed over 66 laptops
loaded with the special
software on literacy -
‘Reading wise’.

Apart from the computer
software developed by Eng-
lish psychologist and best
selling author Tony Buzan,
the literacy programme
would also use special play:
ing cards and writing
books. The instructors do
not have to be trained
teachers, but have to un-
dergo the authorised train-
ing course of the Tarahaat
Limited. Tara Akshar
Team, with its head office
at New Delhi, will monitor
the complete Tara Akshar
programme.
